About forty students labored back-stage, reupholstered chairs with red taffeta
and embellished the bleak white flats with rococo designs; the costume
committee picced together outfits and begged tuxedoes; the make-u p commit-
tee experimented with spirit gum and crepe hair; the lighting crew tried
various gells and practiced producing the correct lighting effects; and the
cast rehearsed for many long, tedious hours.

Diana Strobel, as the amnesiac would-be tsarina, Anastasia; Peter
McHugh as the machiavellian opportunist, Bounine; Judith Sidebottom as
the tart aristocratic Dowager Empress; James Gravelle as the flamboyant
artist, Petrovin; and Thomas Todd as the comical worry wart, Chernov, gave
memorable performances, as did Frank Blecharczyk, Flotence Osebold,
Philip Jones, Mary Armstrong, Thomas Perkins, Richard Bir, James Craig,
Edith Ruckman and Ruth Monahan.
