Chelmsford has been a part of this tradi­
tion dw lng the past ccntwy and. If the 
current movement to erect a permanent 
bandstand on the Center Common Is suc­
cessful. we can expect lncrca.scd , Interest tn 
these pleasant summer evening diversions. 

Band music ts nothing new to our town. It 
1s not cl~ when the first bandstand was 
built locally or what .It looked like but the 
second one was ~ 1n 1881. 

The Lowell Wedcly Journal of Aug. 25, 
1891, reporting on the recent concert. com­
mented, "The band occupied for the first 
time thetr new stand, which 18 much more 
capacious and substantial than the old 
one." 

It was a raJ8ed platform sWToundcd by a 
fence-like railing and was located on the 
Westford Street side of the Common. The 
band, that evening, was under the baton of 
"Mr. Hubert Bearce of the North VUlagc" so 
lt was probably the North Chelmsford Brass 
Band of which Bearce was founder and di­
rector. 

This bandstand was removed about the 
tJme of World War I. · 

A few years later, the band gave CyOnccrts 
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from a temporary stand that was disas­
sembled and moved to the various villages 
for concerts. 

Between 1920 and 1931 money was ap­
propriated at Town Meettng for the band 
concerts. Starttng with 8175, the appropria­
tion was gradually Increased to $400. 

In connectlon with Chelmsford's 300th 
Anniversary (1955), Sgt. Bastl Larkin of the 
Police Department organized and directed 
the Auxllary Police Band and fer several 
years gave concerts on the Common from a 
portable bandstand built. 

The Chelmsford Jaycees received permJs­
ston from the 196 l Towm Meeting to erect a 
permanent ,bandstand on the Common In 
memory of Bernard Larkin (lllgh School 
band instructor 1943-1951). Plans were pre­
pared but the structure was never built. 

ln addition to the North Olelmsford Brass 

Band and the Chelmsford Band (known In 
the (".arty days as the Chelmsford Comet 
Band). the Middlesex n-amtng School at 
North Chelmsford had a band directed first 
by James P. Larkin and later by hls son, 
Dasll Larkin. · 

R v. WIison Waters mentions, ln his His­
tory of Chelmsford. the Chelmsford Appolo­
nlan Temperance Brass Band but I have not 
uncovered any lnf ormatlon about It. 

· We are. of course. all familiar with our 
excellent High School Band and the Chelms­
ford Community band that has been gl vlng 
summer concerts for the past few years. 

My father, who played In the Chelmsford 
Band at one tlme, used to remJnJscc about 
one or the more amusing (or "tragic") experi­
ences of lhr: band. 

While glvlng a ooncert in South Chelms­
ford many years ago. the bandstand col­
lapsed . Adding Insult to the lndtgnttJes suf­
fered by the band members. a large 
container of lemonade that had bttn resting 
on the stand tipped over. showertng the mu­
sicians with the savory beverage. 

Musk,ally speaking. that's the way It was.
